1 Niue Meteorological Service on climate applications & products by Sean Tukutama
(Technical Officer).

- Sean Tukutama displayed Niue MET Services products such as the AWS stations and
its services in providing real time data crucial for future forecasting and data
comparison history. The changes in climate and weather patterns due to La Nina
period approaching. He also spoke about the effects of climate change will have on
our crops and our lifestyle.



2. National Disaster Management Office on Preventive & Resilience on climate awareness
and preparations by Robin Hekau. (Manager)

- NDMO manager Robin Hekau shared insights on how to prepare for natural
disasters not only for the surrounding but the readiness/preparedness before and
after a natural disaster. This included the storing of vital items and commodity such
as water, basic food products — Flour, Sugar, Oil, tin food etc, Fuel, Batteries. And
sanitized storage units.
